OVERVIEW
New home to the Honda Classic, PGA National Resort and Spaisthe
legendary site of premier golf events, which have showcased the skills of
some of the biggest namesin golf during its 25-year history. Asthe
headquarters for the Professional Golfers Association of America (PGA),
the resort has been host to over 19 mgjor PGA championship events
including the 1987 PGA Championship, the 1983 Ryder Cup matches and
close to two decades of the PGA Seniors Tournament. The resort boasts
five 18-hole master-designed golf courses; full service, professional
tournament staff, a comprehensive caddie program and a Golf Digest
Academy of instruction.

GoOLF COURSES

THE CHAMPION COURSE (THE CHAMP)

Originally designed by Tom and George Fazio, The Champion Course, now simply
called “The Champ,” opened in 1981 and is home to the famed “Bear Trap.” It was
redesigned by Jack Nicklausin 1990 and later completely renovated in 2002. The Champ
has hosted some of golf's most prestigious tournaments, including the 1987 PGA
Championship, the 1983 Ryder Cup and close to two decades of the PGA Seniors
Tournament. It continues that tradition of excellence by now being the home of the PGA
Tour’s Honda Classic.

The Champ completed a multi-million dollar renovation in 2002, a partial re-design in
2006 and further renovations in 2007. In each case, the renovation took place in
conjunction with Jack Nicklaus and his famed Nicklaus Design Team.

THE PALMER COURSE

Named for its designer, Arnold Palmer, The General was dedicated on February 28,
1984. Itsdesign isreminiscent of the Scottish links tradition. Undulating fairways, grass
bunkers and a double green shared by the 8" and 12" holes recall golf’s old world
heritage. In conjunction with the Arnold Palmer Golf Design Group the popular course
underwent significant renovationsin 2007. These included a new greenside irrigation
system, ensuring the success of the course’' s new state-of-the-art grass, Champion Turf
Bermuda; re-designed native landscaping; re-shaped and re-built holes and bunkers; and
all new laser-leveled tee locations featuring a minimum of four tees per hole.

A “thinking man’s
course,” it tests the golfer’s accuracy using fairway woods and long irons off many tees,
and precise short iron shots onto the greens.
